Noatable Incidents:  In the course of attempting to order new rapier blades for the group an issue 
has arrisen which could have significant mundane financial or even legal implications.  It can be 
summed up in three issues: 
 
1)  The Kingdom Rapier Marshal for An Tir drafts new rapier rules which ban the use of fiberglass 
blades, requiring steel blades for all fighters regardless of skill or commitment level. 
2)  The Kingdom Rapier Marshal operates one of the very few stores on the continent which sell 
aforementioned metal rapier blades. 
3)  The price of an Angus Trim rapier blade (which is one of the more reliable blades on the 
market) had its listed price rise from $200 US to "contact Justin Greywolf." being the KRM.  Upon 
inquiry, the new price is now $350 US or a 75% increase. 
 
I have had a rather extensive conversation on the subject with the gentleman in question during 
my initial attempt to order some metal blades.  A discussion of the matter has also begun on the 
AnTir Rapier Fighters List.
